THE CREATION OF THE MAN AND THE WOMAN

Genesis 2

In the beginning of all things, when God was creating the heavens and the earth, God made the man and the woman on the sixth day. And this is how he did it!

First, he planted a special garden in a place called Eden. He planted every beautiful tree and every green plant that is good to eat. In the middle of the garden, he planted two trees, the Tree of Life and the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and Evil.
