28B. Satan Tests Jesus 
Matthew 4:1-11, Luke 4:1-13

[bookmark: _GoBack]After John baptized Him, the Holy Spirit led Jesus into the desert that’s between Jerusalem and Jericho. He stayed there and fasted for forty days and forty nights while Satan tested Him. He did not eat anything, and at the end of this time, He was hungry.
Then Satan said to Jesus, “If You’re really the Son of God, the Anointed One, prove it. Order these stones to turn into bread.”
